What is it?
Higher Sociology introduces pupils to the way in which sociologists study and 
critically evaluate human societies.

What will I Learn?
During this Course you will:
	 •	 Develop a ‘Sociological Imagination’ which will enable you to question 
		  the taken-for-granted common sense explanations of the societies in which 	
		  we live
	 •	 Learn how to apply theoretical perspectives to everyday social life
	 •	 Develop valuable research skills
	 •	 Develop skills in critical evaluation.

How will I be taught?
You will be taught in your school by a College Lecturer. You will be taught 
by means of traditional teaching and lecturing, and also by means of 
presentations, class discussions and group work activities. Regular class 
debates will form an integral part of the course. Use of on-line philosophical 
resources will encourage you to explore and research key issues in every day 
life.
